I Canôt Remember Everything 
That Was Shared at 

Orientation!  

    Classes have been convened for just over a 
month.  Students are beginning to settle into their 
new routine at Edinboro.  They also may begin to 
hint that they are concerned about academics, 
their health, or are just uncertain about how to 
get involved in the fabric of the campus 
community.  Help them to explore positive 
outcomes by becoming reacquainted with some of 
the resources identified at orientation.  
 
     Academic struggles can derail even the 
strongest students.  The experiences, demands, 
and teaching and learning styles may collide.  
Faculty are the key in assisting students in 
successfully navigating new academic demands.  
The university is well-positioned to assist our 
students over these hurdles.  If a student is 
having difficulty in a course, the first person to 
talk to is the professor teaching the class.  
Students, especially new students, sometimes find 
it intimidating to approach a faculty member and 
ask questions.  It is okay if they donôt even know 
what to ask - the faculty member can assist the 
student in determining what the concern may be 
and how to address it.  At Edinboro, every student 
has an academic advisor who will assist them in 
progressing through their course of study, but 
most are also available to provide sound academic 
guidance beyond scheduling information.  Each 
first-year student benefits from regular contact 
with a first -year advisor and Common Hour 
activities.  In addition, all academic departments 
have tutoring programs that are coordinated 
through the departments, and we have a writing 
center and math resource area to assist students 
having difficulty in those subjects.  Faculty and 
department contact information may be found by 
the student on their course syllabus or online 
using the campus directory.  

     Beyond the classroom, students have access 
to extracurricular programs and service-learning 
opportunities from activities and clubs, to on -
campus movies, sporting events, day and 
weekend trips, cultural and arts programs, 
lectures, and a 585-acre campus to explore.  
Students who may be uncertain about their career 
path are encouraged to connect with the career 
services office, located on the second floor of the 
student center.  Staff from housing and the health 
service are always busy at this time of year, 
assisting students with adjusting to being away 
from home, making and getting along with new 
friends, and learning the responsibilities that come 
with new found freedom.  Your support in 
encouraging them to seek answers is very 
valuable to their success as students!
