In order to effectively instruct
students in content areas, we must remem-
ber that learning vocabulary counts.

90% of the vocabulary of a content area
reading text to read it an instructional
level. Many teachers have student s look
up words in a dictionary or glossary from a
list, in fact that is the number one strategy
that teachers use for teaching vocabulary.
This strategy, however, is not recom-
mended because definitions do not provide
enough useful information for students.
Sometimes the definition the students
choose (usually the first one) is the wrong
one or the definition they find may not
make sense to them. In addition, many
dictionary entries do not provide examples
of how the word is used in a sentence.
Although parents and teachers urge stu-
dents to look up unknown words in a dic-
tionary, dictionary definitions are most
useful after a person already knows the
meaning of the word.

There is a strong relationship
between vocabulary and reading compre-
hension. Researchers believe that one of
the strong contributing factors to the liter-
acy crisis in the United States among mid-
dle school students is the lack of direct
teaching of vocabulary in content area
subjects. The notion that it is too late to

teach students to read well in middle and
high school is rapidly losing ground. Con-
sider the following facts.

-Research on literacy develop- A
ment of adolescents reveals that literacy
skills of lowperforming students can im-
prove significantly with intensive, compre’-é
hensive instruction including vocabulary.

-There are a large number of
technical words and concepts in each con-
tent area. Specific words are used to con-
vey concepts, facts and generalizations.
Students need to understand these words
in order to comprehend the material.

-Word learning is a complex task.
The average students in the middle grades
must acquire 3,000 new words yearly in
order to stay current with each succeeding
grade level.

There are many strategies for
teaching vocabulary. Sometimes content
area teachers think that teaching vocabut S
lary is overly time consuming, but teaching
vocabulary is actually teaching content as
well. Remember that students need to
interact with a word at least 10 times be-
fore they recognize it automatically. In this
newsletter, we will share with you a strat-
egy that can be used for every new unit of
study in your content area, content area
word walls. Word walls were initially used
in primary classrooms to give students
repeated exposure to words, but content
area word walls are also very effective in
middle and high school classrooms as well.
